	Children engage well with the variety of activities. Since COVID, our children take part in less sports than before so these workshops encourage new sports to be learning about and new skills. They provide greater opportunities for children to be active in the school day alongside PE lessons. They show progression of skills across the year groups. They allow us to see which topics could be popular for after school club so we can increase their activity levels by introducing these.









increased confidence in teaching a variety of sports – knowing the skills progression and rules for the games. Increased opportunities for assessing the children. Good practice sharing opportunities which benefits the children with more experienced and more confident teachers and then teaching. Teachers use the activities shown in CPD sessions in their own lessons. Teachers are timetabled based on which topics they want to have support in across the year.

As topics develop, new equipment is needed. As needs of children change, differentiated equipment is needed. Children have a timetabled ball day to have equipment out at play times and lunchtimes, increasing their opportunities to partake in physical exercise. The equipment is used as a reward for behaviour.


Previous clubs were part-subsidised and the attendance was not as high as pre-COVID. Now they are fully subsidised, attendance is higher. This means more children have opportunities to take part in regular exercise more often in a variety of sports. We can monitor who attends and use this to inform future clubs and increase participation further. It helps to raise the profile of PE by introducing broader sports.


WASPS provides opportunities for children to attend sporting events, sport festivals and competitions. It provides networking and advice for the PE lead.

Children are able to safely use the equipment so that more children are able to take part in more activities.

Increased staff confidence in teaching of PE topics through clear lesson plans, access to information about the sports, helpful videos of the exercises and training videos and resources. Children access more effective lessons taught by more confident teachers. Teachers  maintain their confidence for the next year and can build upon the knowledge learnt.

	-Children have had opportunities to try sports they would not normally have access to on a regular basis and not outside of school. They have been given opportunities to be active at lunchtimes through various different activities each week. They have been able to take part in after school sports. All of these things have meant the children have been able to increase their active hours during and after the school day and it has increased the profile of PE and the enjoyment of different sports.

-Teachers are more confident in their abilities to plan and deliver PE lessons in a wide variety of sports and activities. They feel confident that they can plan interesting, engaging and active warm up games and that their lessons enable the children to make progress across the unit of learning.
