At Maybury, we implement a consistent and progressive teaching approach using the Read Write Inc. (RWI) Handwriting Scheme. This ensures that all pupils receive a structured and effective handwriting education.

Letter Formation & Joining

We provide explicit instruction in letter formation and joining techniques. Teachers model correct formation regularly, supported by visual aids to help pupils understand and replicate the correct methods.

Size, Spacing & Presentation

Clear standards are established for letter size, spacing, and neatness. Feedback is provided to support self-monitoring, enabling pupils to take pride in their written work.

Posture & Grip

Pupils are taught the correct posture for writing and how to hold a pencil effectively. We also make adaptations for pupils with physical or motor difficulties to ensure all pupils can participate fully.
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Frequency

Handwriting instruction occurs a minimum of three times per week, with each session lasting 10 minutes. Handwriting skills are also integrated into literacy lessons and other subjects to reinforce learning.

Resources

We utilise RWI materials, visual aids, and adapted tools for pupils with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND) to ensure all learners have access to effective handwriting instruction.

Learning Environment

Pupils are encouraged to write at tables whenever possible, with classrooms arranged to promote focus and accessibility. This environment supports a conducive writing posture and enhances concentration.

Teaching Approach

Handwriting is taught as a focused activity with an adult, ensuring direct instruction and support.

Teachers regularly model handwriting, demonstrating correct letter formation and joining techniques.
